Dallas County, Texas (the “Declaration™), as such may be amended and/or supplemented from time to time;

WHEREAS, Chapter 209 of the Texas Property Code was amended to amend Section 209.005
thereto regarding owner access to Association documents and records (“Records™); and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors (the “Board™) of the Association desires to establish a policy for
records production consistent with Section 209.005 and to provide clear and definitive guidance to property
owners.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board has duly adopted the following Document Inspection and Copying
Policy.

I Right to Inspect. Every owner of a lot in the Association is entitled to inspect and copy the
Association’s books and records in compliance with the procedures set forth in this Policy.

2 Books and Records Available for Inspection and Copying. The Association’s books and

records available for inspection and copying by owners are those records designated by
Section 209.005 of the Texas Property Code.

Pursuant to Section 209.005(d) of the Texas Property Code an attorney’s files relating to the
Association, excluding invoices, are not records of the Association, are not subject to

inspection by owners, or production in a legal proceeding.

Pursuant to Section 209.005(k). the Association is not reauired to release or allow insnection
