PAYMENT PLAN POLICY

WHEREAS, The Hills and The Retreat at Firewheel Estates Swim and Recreation Center 1nc.,
(“Association”) is charged with administering and enforcing those certain covenants, conditions and
restrictions contained in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions & Restrictions for The Hills and The
Retreat at Firewheel Estates Swim and Recreation Center Inc., filed for record on July 22, 1999, as
Instrument Number l9990722000918400 , Volume 99141, Page 04621 er seq., of the Official Public
Records of Collin County, Texas, and filed for record on July 21, 1999, in Volume 99141, Page 04621, er
seq., Deed Records, Dallas County, Texas (the “Declaration"), as such may be amended and/or
supplemented from time to time; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 209 of the Texas Property Code was amended to add Section 209.0062
thereto dealing with payment plans; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors (the “Board") of the Association is required to adopt
reasonable guidelines regarding a payment schedule in which an owner may request to make partial
payments to the Association for delinquent regular or special assessments or any other amounts owed to
the Association.

WHEREAS. the Board of Directors of the Association desires to establish a payment plan policy
consistent with Section 209.0062 and to provide clear and definitive guidance to property owners.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board has duly adopted the following Priymerir Plan. Policy�

1. Purpose. The purpose of this Policy is to assist Owners in remedying delinquencies and
remaining current on the payment of amounts owed to the Association by establishing
orderly procedures by which Owners may request and then make partial payments to the
Association for amounts owed without accruing additional penalties.

2 Eligibilig. To be eligible for a payment plan pursuant to the Association’s alternate
payment plan schedule, an Owner must meet the following criteria:

a. The owner must currently be delinquent in the payment of regular assessments,
special assessments, or any other amounts owed to the Association;

b. The Owner must not have defaulted on a prior payment plan within the prior two
(2) year period; and

c. The Owner must submit a signed payment plan as defined below, along with the
Owner‘s initial payment to the address designated by the Association for
correspondence.
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
